Marty Verel, a 59-year-old kidney transplant patient in Ohig, should have been near the top of
the list to receive a COVID-19 vaccine. Yet like millions of'6thers, he wasn’t having any luck.
Marty and his wife, Nancy Verel, would sit with computers on their laps trying for hours to book
an appointment on different sites, all of which were complex. “I felt hopeless,” Nancy says.

Then Nancy heard about Marla Zwinggi. a 40-year-old mom of three who was spending up to
ten hours a day online trying to secure appointments for vulnerable (52X 7 #Y) individuals. As a
result, Nancy messaged Marlason Facebook: “Can you help?” Twenty-five minutes later, Marla
responded by asking for Marty's legal name, date of birth, and other information. Nine minutes
after that, Marla reported back—Marty had an appointment.

Marla’s vaceine hunting started on February 1, when she learned that her parents—her father
has leukemia (F Il 7 and her mother is a breast cancer survivor with a heart condition, were
unable toget appointments themselves.
