strengih. Since he could not grasp the ariist’s tools, his crezdons turned to the typevriter.

His works include his childhood fascinztion with trains, spirital leaders, war scenes and country
heroes. It's not so much the subject that is remarkable about Paul’s work, it’s the painstaking skil] of
using symbols on 2 typevriter to form perfect copy of existing work, and creative representations of his

surroundings. '
Paul’s images employed only a handful of symbol keys - !, @, # %, ", _, ( &, ) —which were
accessible along the top row of his typewriter keyboard. Remarkable, when a person considers that hand
typevrriters required the ribbons to be positioned, the roller to be adjusted, and the paper to be secured:!
Typevrriters, of that time, left no room for error since erasing mistaken keystrokes was not a clean option,
As he typed, he would lock the shift key in a safe position not to type numbers. He used his left
ind to steady his right. Different symbols created the look of varied textures (f#%9), and depending on
e look to achieve, he would adjust the spacing to type the symbols near or far. And, he adjusted the

ller to perfect spaces between lines.

Once rescarchers are confident of their results, they write up a ‘rn’anuscript (FFHf) and send it to a
journal. Editors forward the submitted manuscripts to at least two external referces who are expert in the
topic. These reviewers can suggeshyire mhnuscript be rejected, published as is, or sent back to the

scicntists for more experiments.
Rescarch published in peer-reviegedje s has undergone strict quality control by cxperts. Each

year, about 2,800 peer-reviewed journals publish roughly 1.8 million scientific papers. The body of

scientific knowlct\lgc is copstantly evolving and updating, but you can trust that the science these journals
