Here is a piece of news from someone loving both
animals and art. There’s a pig called Pigcasso on a farm in
South Africa.

An animal rights
activist named Joanne Lefson rescued her in 2016. In order
to keep her new piglet busy, she threw some toys into the
pen, including some paintbrushes.

Next year, she had an art show in South Africa. It was
the first show ever by a non-human artist.

Experts say pigs are smart creatures. They have good
memories, and they recognize how other pigs are fecling.

realize that, “There’s more to pigs than bacon. ”
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
