According to
a new survey (iﬁlﬁ%é&q Na.\t’li’onal Sleep Foundation, 51% of kids aged 10 to 18 go
to bed m q@.@ter on school nights, even though they have to get up early.
Last y Foundation reported that nearly 60% of 7— to 12-year-olds said they
felt tired during the day, and 15% said they had fallen asleep at school.

How much sleep you need depends a lot on your age. Babies need a lot of rest:
most of them sleep about 18 hours a day! Adults need about eight hours. For most
school-age children, ten hours is ideal (BE4EfJ). But the new Na ioﬁ%p
Foundation survey found that 35% of 10— to 12-year—olds get or%i/&‘&en%i\g’i'léﬁt hours.
