An unusual experiment in Okavango Delta, Botswana(a country in the centre of Southern Africa) suggests
that painting eves on the rear endsUBER) of cows may help protect them fror large predators CE R 21500 like
lioms, Protecting cows could also end up protecting the lions from angry farmers,

Large predators like lious are under pressure. Much ol the lund where they used to live has been aken over

by hurnans. Many are hunted illegally. For large predators. another hazard comes from farmers, who often shoot or

poison them alter losing famm animals to their attacks,

Scientists from the University of New South Wales wondered if painting pictures of eves en the cows’ rear
ends might protect them. Actually. there are many examples of animals such as hutterflies or fish using fake ({f
FY) eves to protect themselves,

Working with over 2,000 cows nn 14 different farms in the Okavango area, the scientists tested their idea in
a [our-vear studyv, The researchers separated the cows into three different groups, They painted large eyes on the
rear ends of onc group of cows. The second group got simple Xs. The final group got nothing.

The eyes worked very well, Of the G83 cows with eves painted on themn, none were killed in the {our-year
period. Cows with nothing on their rear ends didn 't do so well, Fifteen of the 8§35 cows with bare backsides were
killed. The scientists were surprised to learn that even Xs seemed to give the cows some protection. Only 4 of
the 243 cows with Xs were killed,

In the experiment, there were always cows without fake cyes. The scientists aren’t sure the cves would
work so well il all of the cows had them, Also, they add that over time, predators might learn (o ignore fake
eves.

Still, for now, it seems like a cheap and easy way to protect cows in the area. And by protecting cows, the
eves will also be locking out for what's best {or the lions,
