Szot Brewery

Talagante, Chile

A Califormian and Chilcan husband-and-wifc tcam cstablished this brewery outside Santiago in 2016, Their
brewery serves freshlyv-made Halian pizza and has 14 draught lines. with beers inspired by wine, California style
beer and even milkshakes.

The Dancing Camel Brewery

Tel Aviv, Isracl

Located in a converted grain storage lacilitv dating from the 1930s and established in 2003, Dancing Camel is
Isracl’s oldest microbrewery. Its beer leatures locally sourced mgredients and traditional recipes. such as the Olde
Papa. which uscs date. honey and is based on a recipe dating back to 4th century Babylonian times.

Young Master Brewery

Hong Kong SAR, China

As one ol the first crall breweries in Hong Kong. Young Master Ales has been a hot spot since 2013, In
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addition to classic pale ales (#i'). they offer more unusual enes inspired by traditional HongKong flavors. like the
Cha Chaan Teng Gosc brewed with local salted hme (3% 4%5). Visitors can take breweny tours i cither Cantonese or
English.

Young Henrys Brewery

Sydney, Australia

In the heart of the city, this brewery is all about the community. including reducing its environmental impact.

Two months of the hottest summers on record. the elfects of extreme wildhres are bemg [ell aculely
throughout the world. In the US alone. over 35 million acres of land have been burned since 2013 duc to wildlires.
A report in carly 2022 by the UN Environment Programme cstimated that the number of extreme wildfires
experienced globally will increase by 30 percent by 2100. largely as a result of mncreasing temperatures and
widespread drought.

Wildfires can be deadly. as is scen in a newly released documentary. From Devil’s Breath. The (ilm tells the
story of a community working together to recover from one of the most devastating wildfires in European history.
On June 17. 2017. four separate fires broke out in Portugal’s rural city Pedrogio Grande among one of the hottest.
dricst summers on record. Throughout the scason, over 1.2 mullion acres of land were burned across the country. In
Pedrogdo Grande alone, the fire claimed 66 lives and left a further 253 people injured, making it the deadliest
wildfire in Portugal’s history. Even several vears since the fire, much of the landscape still bears the scars.

However, despite the devaslation, Pedrogdo Grande's residents ook the filmmakers by surprisc. ~T thought we
might meet a more terrified community after this tragedy,” Von Einsiedel said. “What we found was a community
coming together to honor those who had lost their lives and stand by each other to heal from this collective trauma.
while at the same time working hard to make sure a tragedy of this nature could never happen agam.™

Tom Crowther, a local resident, encountered a similar air of recovery, “Despile the devastation of the fires,
hope prevailed.” he said. “This hope was not only lor a better future. People | spoke to were also genumely
motivated by the idea that their restoration of local nature can make a small coniribution in the global Night against
biodiversity loss and ¢climate change.™

The National Health Scrvicc(NHS) scheme. duc to start within weeks in England. aims (o identily thousands
of patients unaware that they have the virus so that treatment can be given before it is too late. Stafl will use Al Lo
comb through patient health records and look for significant risk factors. such as historical blood transfusions(4iillL)
or an HIV diagnosis. Hepatitis C olien has no noticcable ssmptoms until the hiver 1s severely damaged. which
means the nfected parly may not know they are living with a potential killer. It can be cured with modern
freatments

Anvone identified by the Al software will be invited for a consultation by their doctors and. 1l necessary, will
experience further screening [or hepatitis C. Patients who test positive for the virus—which can be caught from
contact with the blood of an infected person. such as by sharing a needle—will be offered antiviral medicines after
NHS England struck a deal with three drug companies. Professor Graham Foster. the national clinical chairman for
NHS England’s hepatitis C elimination( i #X) programmecs. described the scheme as “a significant step forward™ in
the fight to eliminate the virus.

Hepatitis C deaths fell by 33 per cent in the five vears to 2020, from 482 to 314, according to the latest data
from the UK Health Sccurity Agency. The fall in deaths was thanks to carlier detection of the virus and improved
access to treatments, health experts said.

NHS staff will also visit at-risk communities in speciallv equipped vans (1% 4-). to test for the virus and carrv
out liver health checks. in a bid to wipe oul the virus in England before the 2030 geal set by the World Health
Organivation,

The status was honored by UNESCO a7 (protect) the cultural treasure. It consisis of knowledge, skills
and practices about the __38  (manage) of (ca plantations, picking of tca lcaves, and the processing, drinking and
sharing of tea. According to UNESCO. the tea processing lechniques are closely associated with geographical

location and __39 _(naturc) environment, resulting in a distribution range between 187-377 N and 947-122° E.

Tea-related customs arc not only found across the country but also influenced the rest of the world through the

ancicnt Silk Road and trade __40  (routc). As a document [rom the Ministry of Culture and Tourism to UNESCO

explained. tea is evervwhere in Chinese people’s dailv life. Steeped (i3l 1) or boiled tca 41 (serve) in
workplaces and tea houses. which provides groups and individuals 42 asense ol identity and continuity.

In China. forty-four __43 _ (register) national-level intangible cultural heritage entries are related to tea. This
element 1s 44 43rd entry from China on the Representative List of the Intangible Cultural Hentage of

Humanity. 43 total tops all other countrics.
