Charles Darwin, his wife, Emma, and their children lived at Down House for 40 years from 1838, Several rooms
appear as if the family still live here: with croquet sets thrown into an under-stairs cupboard, a half-played game of
backgammon on a side table and Emma’s knitting( & 28) left on a chair in the drawing.room. Upstairs, an exhibition
showcases Darwin’s voyage aboard HMS Beagle, including a reconstruction of his cahin, Outside, visitors can explore the
sheltered gardens which Darwin used as an open-air laboratory, and the greenhouse in which he planted rare plants and
devised botanical experiments.

No room at Down House escaped Darwin’s experiments. In the drawing room he once placed a jar of earthworms on
the grand pianoc to see whether they could hear.

T. O. Fuller State Park in Memphis, Tennesses, has been loved for generations and has always been a ground where
community has come first. Back in'1938, 1t was the first park cast of the Mississippi river to open for African American
visitors. Over 80 years later,-the park 1s continuing its forward-thinking tradition, this time, through a pioneering
sustainability project.

A newwalking and biking trail has bzen built through this historic park. Illegally dumped (£ 3 35 #7) tires are not only
unpleasant te see, but they’re a dangercus addition to the environment. Rubber, like plastic, is a material that won’t
naturally decompose. [n a place as hot as Tennessee, these dumped tires often begin to melt and release these harmful gasses
into the air. Fortunately, the old tires were sent to Patriot Tire Recyeling in Bristol, TN, the enly facility in the area that can

break down tires in an envirormentally sound way. There, the collected tires were safely broken down into the crumble (7%
FIW, HoR
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/B) rubber that was eventually used to pave the new trail.

TN State Parks explained how the trail’s construction, which hag been in development since 2019, was a joint effort.
Officials from the Tennessee Department of Environment and Conservation, the Tennessee Department of Transportation,
the City of Memphis, Shelby County, and Memphis City Beautiful were all involved in funding this recyeling project.

These officials named their initiative the “Tires to Trails” project. Workers from these departments, alengside some 450
volunteers, came together to collect over 24, 000 tires that had been illegally dumped in the area around the park to be
recycled.

“This is a perfect example of recycling in full circle, collecting dumped matefial, thenrconverting it into positive use,”
David, a leader of the project, said in a statement.

Even unborn babies can
feel their mothers’ heartbeats and this has a calming effect. In the real world, they cry when they’re cold and then get
hugged. That way, they start to associate being warm with being loved.

Understandably, theorists have been arguing for years and still disagree on whether the brain is the nerve centre that
operates the rest of the body. Older Western'philosophers and mainstream language researchers believe this is fact, while EC
theoriges that the brain and body arg'woerking tegether as an organic supercomputer, processing everything and forming your
reactions.

Further studies have backed up the mind-body interaction. In one experiment, test subjects were asked to judge people
after being handed a het or a cold drink. They all made warm evaluations when their fingertips perceived warmth rather
than coolness..And it works-the other way too. In another study, sutjects’ fingertip ternperatures were measured after being
“included” in or “rejected” from a group tagk. Those who were included felt physically warmer.
