That
meant his superiors saw it, too — but he didn’t get in trouble for his actions. “When I woke
up the next morning, I had all these text messages; people trying to call me, including the vice
president of Wendy’s; all my fellow managers congratulating me,” he said. “It was humbling
for sure. At noon the next day the video had about 75,000 views.” Zach said. “I don’t want to
turn anyone away from not eating — no matter who they are or what they do — it’s
something I would’ve done regardless of our situation.” Martin hopes that all the attention his
video is getting benefits Meadows, and Meadows hopes that more people will be inspired “to

do nice things for the people around them.”
