In 2020, Pink launched the World Regret Survey. the largest survey on the topic ever un-
dertaken. With his rescarch team, Pink asked more than 13,000 people in 105 countries,
“How often do vou look back on vour lile and wish vou had done things dilferently?™ Most of
them said regret was at least an occasional part of their life, Roughly 21 percent said they felt
regretful all the ime. Only 1 percent said they never felt regretful.

If vou are of the "no regrets” school of lile. vou may think that all this regret is a recipe
for unhappiness. But that isn't the case. Letting yoursell be overwhelmed by regret is indeed
bad for vou. But going to the other extreme may be even worse. To extinguish your regrets
doesn't free you from shame or sorrow but cavses you to make the same mistakes again and
again. To truly get over our guilt requires that we put regret in its proper place.

Uncomfortable as it is, regret is an amazing cognitive feat. [t requires that you go back 1o
a past scene. Imagine that you acted differently 10 change it. and with that new scene in mind.
arrive at a different present—and then. compare that fictional present with the one you are ex-
periencing in reality. Not all regrets are the same. of course, Pink says they come in four
basic varieties. and an instance of regret may involve just one combination,

Many connection regrets overlap (T{#) with moral regrets, which can come about after
you go against your own values. For example, you may pride yoursell on being a loving per-

| son, and thus regret not living up to this image in the relationship you harmed. Moral regrets
| can also involve just yoursell, Maybe you regrei not living up 10 your commitment to your
health when you ate a whole pizza or skipped the gym.

If not analyzed and managed, any variety of regret can be harmlul 10 your well-being. Re-
gret is linked 1o depression and snxiety, and excessive regret can adversely affeet your immune
system. But regret doesn't have to be put aside and ignored,

Climate saen
tists say carbon emissions must stop by 2025 1o minimize environmental damage. And by de
signing computational materials wogether with makers who can build and test them quickly.
scientists can rapidly develop technologies like more powerlul solar cells and car batteries,

Michael is the name of a supercomputer devoted to just one task—discovering the ultimate
battery system. Researchers at University College London will use Michael to digitally build
and test prototypes CBUED in every new materinl and type of cell possible 1o improve battery
life, performance and price.

Finding a resilient (M$EAY) design for solid-state batterics would be a huge breakthrough
for electric vehicles and energy storage. Lighter, longer-lasting and cheaper solid-state tech-
nology could vastly improve vehicle range and charging time. And the energy from solar and
wind power could be more efficiently swored until ready lor use,

Scientists working in the US and the UK led the way in the 1970s in developing the
lithium-ion ({8 F) battery used in today's electric cars, laptops and cameras, But commercial
units were only developed once the Japanese electronics giant pushed the technology forward for mass
production, Partnerships between companies and universities could ultimately crack solid-state
battery design, Oxlord University and some companies are looking 10 win the international
race 10 create & durable product, But they are only one among many.

Replacing liquid used in lithium-ion batteries with a solid conductor may take large digital
processing. Electric vehicle makers are working with a computer giant 1o find successful de-
signs that may include cheap and plentiful materials found in scawater, An electric vehicle
maker is partnering with NASA 1o open a solid-state battery plant that uses no rare or expen-
sive metals, The plan is 1o create o large databise of muterials that can be mixed and matched
for the best combinations,

But computational materials may be needed in virually every industry, And by rapidly
classifying millions of substances on their ability 10 conduet electricity, their toughness, or
the way they reflect light, Al and supercomputers can speed up the process of creating materi-
als for just about anything.
