“Teenagers today are unlikely to Pick up a newspaper or turn to TV news, instead , scrolling ( V&

J#) through their social media,” the study said. The study also showed that news organizations are
having to compete with non-journalist TikTokers as news sources. For those who refer to news on
TikTok, their main sources are other people they follow (44% ) | friends and family (32% ) ,and news
organizations (24% ). The most popular official news source on TikTok is the BBC, followed by Sky
News and ITV. TikTok has more than 1 billion users worldwide and is owned by ByteDance (%5 Bk
%)j) ,a Chinese tech company.

A research indicated that TikTok was not used as a platform for serious current affairs. Only three
out of 10 people who use TikTok for news regard it as a trustworthy source. And BBC One remains the
most popular news source among adults (53% ) , followed by ITV (35% ) and then Facebook (32% )
which remains the most popular social media source for news.

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To deal with the challenges in protecting the Great Wall of the ancient Qi state,the 56 (old)
existing Great Wall in China, the legislature ( 57354l %) in Shandong province has passed a new
regulation. The Qi state wall, 57 stretches across Shandong for 641 kilometers, was built during the
Spring and Autumn Period and the Warring States Period.
