The rule changes would mean that pilotz could work a total of 110 hours in a two-week period. more than the 95-hour limit under
the current regulations and at night pilots could be expected to fly for up to 11 hours. aganst a current 10-hour limit.
Many people are worried about the changes, Tiredness is already a major challenge for pilots who are deeply concerned that the
new ELT rules will increaze levels of tiredness, which is believed to be the leading cause for air accidents, beating mechanical faulis
